The Corporate Bank of Anod Bank commenced operating with 2 main units: Loan
and Accounting with a staff of 17 skilled employees. As of December 2004, the
Corporate Bank operated with 23 employees, 2 units and 1 sub-branch office.
Corporate Bank has served to over 3,000 customers making up 35-40% of all
transaction, 80% of the accounts and deposit, and 21% of the loans outstanding of
the total system of Anod Bank in 2004.

BRIEF INTRODUCTION

Top Customers Banking provides Mongolian top companies with high quality up-to-
date financial services by establishing close partnership relations with them. Qur Unit
strives to ensure profitable operation of the Bank while contributing towards the vision
of becoming a competitive and efficient bank in the region. Our Unit consists of 2 units:
loan and customer services which employs19 skilled staff. 25% of total Anod Bank
transactions, 15% of account balance, and 54% of loan balance are serviced by the
Top Customers Banking Unit.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE YEAR

In 2004, we extended in total 34.6 billion MNT of loans to the main sectors of the
national economy and the repayment amounted to 29 billion MNT. Top Customers
Banking contributed to MNT 11.2 billion MNT to Anod's pre-tax income. In particular,
we granted 34.5% of total loans to the mining sector which constituted a major portion
in 10.6% growth of national economy. We are fortunate to have as our clients the main
players of the Mining sector in Mongolia such as Golden East Mongolia Co., Ltd.,
Mongol Gazar Co., Ltd., Gatsuurt Co., Ltd., and Erdes Holding Co., Ltd. Moreover, we
provided an investment loan to the Olon Ovoot hard rock gold deposit of Mongal
Gazar Co., Ltd. in the Omnogobi Aimag. As a result, the deposit became one of the
largest in the country with over 18.5 tons of resource by international standard estimates.

Retail Banking

In the Fiscal Year 2004, Retail Banking worked with the objectives of strengthening
and expanding its market position and introducing customer oriented products
and services. As a result, Anod Bank reaches the Mongolian population by its
retail banking service through 21 branch offices and 200 employees in Ulaanbaatar,
Hovd, Dornogobi, Sukhbaatar, Selenge, Darkhan-Uul, and Orhon Aimags.

At of end 2004, deposits held in Retail Banking accounted for 85% of the overall
Anod Bank deposits. In 2004, 9,803 loan applications were processed and 38.6
billion MNT were granted to 8,255 customers; 26.4 billion MNT of 4,685 customers
were repaid; and the loan outstanding reached 25.2 billion MNT. In terms of deposits,
atotal of 73.5 billion MNT was attracted. Compared to the previous year, deposits
increased by 21.8 billion MNT; and loans by 1.3 billion MNT respectively.

The capital was distributed to the much needed segments with increased
profitability. Anod Bank conducted a marketing campaign entitled “Anod Bank -
People’s Bank” targeting the middle income segment of the population. Thus, the
Bank targeted the majority of the population and business entities. Two new branch
offices were added to the overall network as a result of the marketing campaign.
Interest and demand for our service through branch offices has grown significantly.

After the identifying the difficulties that the population of English Speaking, Korea
and Chinese residents face in obtaining banking services in Ulaanbaatar, we
have introduced specialized branches for these communities. For example, the
Branch 18 was made into Chinese Customer branch, with a full-time Chinese
speaking customer service representative. Similarly, Branch 19 serves for Koreans
and Branch 22 serves English Speaking community. This innovative approach
proved in high demand by these community receiving welcome and support from
Chinese Investor's Association and Korean Resident Community Organization.

In 2005, Retail Banking will focus more on customers and the communication
system in order to satisfy various needs based on their insights. Also to find out
more about our customers’ wishes, we conducted a market survey and created a
database. In 2004, RS Bank 5.1, a fully automated banking system, was introduced
to banks online network. Within the scope of system, client bank, telephone bank,
and internet banking services were introduced successfully. In order to increase
profitability and business efficiency, Anod Bank will develop specific products
and systems for the future.

Investment Banking

The Investment Banking Unit was established in February of 2004. The Unit operates
with two teams: Capital Markets and Project Finance. Our goal is to introduce a full
range of investment banking services that are new to the banking sector of Mongolia.
Anod Bank became the first bank to obtain underwriting licenses from the Securities
and Exchange Commission of Mongolia after consultation with the Bank of Mongolia.
In order to begin underwriting activities in the stock market, we have worked closely
with the Mongolian Stock Exchange and brokerage firms. We conducted a public
education campaign featuring a series of newspaper articles, television advertising
and shows, press conferences, and newspaper interviews on bond markets and
stock exchange. This raised public awareness of the relatively new concept of bonds.

Anod Bank worked as an underwriter in the 2.64 billion MNT bond offering by MCS
Electronics, one of the leading corporations in Mongolia. Based on popular demands,
the Investment Banking Unit advised MCS to issue the residual value of the bonds in
USD. The MCS Electronics 1 Million USD bond offering was the first USD denominated
bonds in Mongolia. Anod Bank also issued the first commercial bank bonds worth 2
billion MNT to the market.

The Mongolian Stock Exchanged highly valued Anod Bank’s contribution to the
development of Capital Market in Mongolia and awarded the Bank “The Best Investor
Organization of 2004."

The Investment Banking Unit also started to work as financial advisors to Mongolian
companies seeking foreign investment. In November 2004, we signed financial
service agreement with Mongol Gazar Co.,Ltd. in order to assist them with securing
the financing required for the development of the Olon Ovoot hard rock gold mine
through private placement and public listing transactions.

Finally, in 2004, we played a key role in concluding re-lending agreement for ADB
financed Housing Finance Project Loan, Agriculture Sector Development Project
Loan, and Expanding Employment Opportunities Project Loan, World Bank financed
Micro Lending Project Loan and UNDP financed Energy Efficient Housing Project
Loan. The close cooperation of The Project Finance Unit and Retail Banking Unit
resulted in that a total of 4.9 billion MNT had been issued to individuals and enterprises
from the sources of the project re-lending fund.

International Banking

In 2000, Anod Bank was granted by the Bank of Mongolia with license to conduct foreign transaction, in
2004 with license to operate with precious metals. We provide our customers with full range of foreign
currency services such as foreign exchange, documentary business (documentary and standby letter of
credit, guarantee), foreign remittance, operations with travellers cheques, operations with precious metals
elc.

Anod Bank has relations with many first-class banks worldwide. The Bank opened Nostro accounts at
Dresdner Bank, HSBC, Union Bank of California and other financial institutions. In order to provide better
service to its customers Anod Bank joined SWIFT and REUTERS networks.

The income generated from fees and foreign exchange operation increased 6 times to compare with 2003
and reached 833 million MNT.

REPORT OF THE AUDITORS TO THE MEMBERS OF ANOD BANK

We have audited the financial statements of Anod Bank on pages 4 1o 28. The preparation of the financial statements is the responsibility
of the Bank's Board of Directors.

It is our responsibility to form an independent opinion, based on our audit, on the financial statements and to report our opinion to you,
as a body. We do not assume responsibility to any other person for the content of this report,

We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing. These standards require that we plan and perform the
audit to obtain all the information and explanations which we consider necessary to provide us with evidence to give reasonable
assurance that the financial statements are free of material misstatement. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence relevant
to the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes an assessment of the accounting principles used and
significant estimates made by the Directors as well as evaluating the overall adequacy of the presentation of information in the financial
statements. We believe our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion. We report as follows: [

1. As required by the Bank of Mongolia’s 'Regulations On Asset Classification And Provisioning’ ("BoM's Regulations"), the Bank
has maintained a 1% general provision for all its performing loans, movements of which are charged to the Income Statement
amounting to approximately MNT810 million (2003: MNT632 million) as at 31 December 2004. This however represents a non-
compliance with the following International Financial Reporting Standards:
(a) International Accounting Standard 39 - Financial Instruments : Recognition and Measurement
("IAS 39") which does not allow for the recognition of an impairment loss through an establishment of an ‘
allowance for future losses charged to the income statement; and ‘
I (b) International Accounting Standard 30 - Disclosures in the Financial Statements of Banks and Similar Financial
I Institutions ("IAS 30") which requires any general provision to be treated as appropriation of retained earnings.

2. The Bank's methodology in determining the classification of non-performing loans and the amount of allowance for loan losses
include the following:
a) Classifications of non-performing loans are generally based on the number of days in arrears in respect of principal
repayments. Interest instalments that are in arrears are not considered when classiiying a loan as non-performing. This represents
a departure from the BoM's Regulations which require interest instalments that are in arrears to be taken into consideration when
i classifying a loan as non-performing.
b) Certain loans are classified based on the Bank's assessment of the borrower’s repayment capability even though the arrears
| of the interest and principal payments are long outstanding. This represents a departure from the BoM's Regulations which require
loans to be classified primarily based on the number of days in arrears of the interest or principal payments.

From our review of approximately 26% of the total loan balance as at 31 December 2004, we have identified additional allowances
for loan losses of approximately MNT125 million if BoM's provisioning policy is adhered to. We are of the opinion that these
allowances should be made. Had the Bank incorporated these allowances [or loan losses, the Bank's net profit for the year of MNT240
million would have reduced by MNTI125 million to MNTI15 million. Correspondingly, the owners' equity will reduce to MNT9.238 |
million. We are unable to ascertain the quantum of additional allowances for loan losses for those loans that have not been reviewed
by us, in order to comply with the BoM’s Regulations.

In our opinion, except for the effects of the matters discussed in the preceding paragraphs, the financial statements on pages 4 to 28
present [airly, in all material respects, the stale of aifairs of Anod Bank as at 31 December 2004 and the results and cash flows for the
year then ended on that date in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards.

In 2004, the total liabilities and owners’ equity of Anod Bank reached 133.9 billion
MNT, evidencing a significant growth by 42.3%. This consists of increase 30.4 billion
MNT in deposits or growth by 37.25%, other bank loans of 1.7 billion MNT or growth by
232.4%, subordinated liabilities. 1 billion MNT reflecting growth of 113,5% respectively.

According to the profitability ratio set by the Bank of Mongolia, the subordinated
liabilities are considered to be secondary asset.

Despite the fact that deposit interest rates have been decreased twice, customers
continued keeping their deposits with Anod Bank. This could be interpreted as a
